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The Open Door in Heaven

Rev 4:1 After this | looked, and there before me was a door standing open in
heaven. And the voice | had first heard speaking to me like a trumpet said,
"Come up here, and | will show you what must take place after this." 2 At once |
was in the Spirit, and there before me was a throne in heaven with someone
sitting on it. 3 And the one who sat there had the appearance of jasper and ruby.
A rainbow that shone like an emerald encircled the throne.

Rev 1:10 It was the Lord's Day, and | was worshiping in the Spirit. Suddenly, |
heard behind me a loud voice like a trumpet blast. 11 It said, "Write in a book
everything you see, and send it to the seven churches..." (NLT)

The One on the Throne

Rev 4:2 At once | was in the Spirit, and there before me was a throne in heaven
with someone sitting on it. 3 And the one who sat there had the appearance of
jasper and ruby. A rainbow that shone like an emerald encircled the throne.

Isa 6:1 It was in the year King Uzziah died that | saw the Lord. He was sitting on
a lofty throne, and the train of his robe filled the Temple.

Psa 104:2 The LORD wraps himself in light as with a garment;

1Ti 6:15 "...God, the blessed and only Ruler, the King of kings and Lord of lords,
16 who alone is immortal and who lives in unapproachable light..."

The Twenty-Four Elders and the Living Creatures

Rev 4:4 Surrounding the throne were twenty-four other thrones, and seated on
them were twenty-four elders. They were dressed in white and had crowns of



gold on their heads. 5 From the throne came flashes of lightning, rumblings and
peals of thunder. In front of the throne, seven lamps were blazing. These are the
seven spirits of God. 6 Also in front of the throne there was what looked like a
sea of glass, clear as crystal.

Rev 4:6b In the center, around the throne, were four living creatures, and they
were covered with eyes, in front and in back. 7 The first living creature was like a
lion, the second was like an ox, the third had a face like a man, the fourth was
like a flying eagle. 8 Each of the four living creatures had six wings and was
covered with eyes all around, even under its wings. Day and night they never
stop saying: "Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God Almighty," who was, and is, and is
to come."

Worship Before the Throne

Rev 4:9 Whenever the living creatures give glory, honor and thanks to him who
sits on the throne and who lives for ever and ever, 10 the twenty-four elders fall
down before him who sits on the throne and worship him who lives for ever and
ever. They lay their crowns before the throne and say: 11 "You are worthy, our
Lord and God, to receive glory and honor and power, for you created all things,
and by your will they were created and have their being."

The Scroll and the Seven Seals

Rev 5:1 Then | saw in the right hand of him who sat on the throne a scroll with
writing on both sides and sealed with seven seals. 2 And | saw a mighty angel
proclaiming in a loud voice, "Who is worthy to break the seals and open the
scroll?"

Rev 5:3 But no one in heaven or on earth or under the earth could open the
scroll or even look inside it. 4 | wept and wept because no one was found who
was worthy to open the scroll or look inside. 5 Then one of the elders said to me,
"Do not weep! See, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has
triumphed. He is able to open the scroll and its seven seals."

Victory Over Death

2Ti 1:10 And now he has made all of this plain to us by the appearing of Christ
Jesus, our Savior. He broke the power of death and illuminated the way to life
and immortality through the Good News. (NLT)

1Co 15:55 O death, where is your victory? O death, where is your sting?" 56 For
sin is the sting that results in death, and the law gives sin its power. 57 But thank



God! He gives us victory over sin and death through our Lord Jesus Christ.
(NLT)

The Lamb at the Center

Rev 5:6 Then | saw a Lamb, looking as if it had been slain, standing at the center
of the throne, encircled by the four living creatures and the elders. The Lamb had
seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven spirits of God sent out into all
the earth.

Isa 53:7 He was oppressed and afflicted, yet he did not open his mouth; he was
led like a lamb to the slaughter...

Joh 1:29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, "Look, the
Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!"

Rev 5:7 He went and took the scroll from the right hand of him who sat on the
throne. 8 And when he had taken it, the four living creatures and the twenty-four
elders fell down before the Lamb. Each one had a harp and they were holding
golden bowils full of incense, which are the prayers of God's people.

Universal Worship

Rev 5:11 Then | looked and heard the voice of many angels, numbering
thousands upon thousands, and ten thousand times ten thousand. They
encircled the throne and the living creatures and the elders. 12 In a loud voice
they were saying: "Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and
wealth and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and praise!"

Rev 5:13 Then | heard every creature in heaven and on earth and under the
earth and on the sea, and all that is in them, saying: "To him who sits on the
throne and to the Lamb be praise and honor and glory and power, for ever and
ever!"

Rev 5:14 The four living creatures said, "Amen," and the elders fell down and
worshiped.

Joh 3:16 For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that
whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. 17 For God did not
send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through
him.



Weekly Reflection

Take a few moments this week to sit with these questions.

1. When you imagine Jesus seated on that throne in heaven--robed in light,
surrounded by endless worship and glory--how does that vision reshape the way
you see Him in your everyday life? Where do you need to let that heavenly
reality change your perspective today?

2. The four living creatures never stop declaring "Holy, holy, holy"--they're caught
in perpetual awe of God's character. What would it look like for you to recover
that sense of wonder about who God is, rather than taking His holiness for
granted?

3. The twenty-four elders lay their crowns before the throne, acknowledging that
everything they have comes from Him. What "crown" or accomplishment are you
holding onto that might need to be surrendered back to Jesus in worship?
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
