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The Lamb on Mount Zion

Rev 14:1 Then I looked, and there before me was the Lamb, standing on Mount
Zion, and with him 144,000 who had his name and his Father's name written on
their foreheads. 2 And I heard a sound from heaven like the roar of rushing
waters and like a loud peal of thunder. The sound I heard was like that of
harpists playing their harps.

(NLT) Rev 5:5 But one of the twenty-four elders said to me, "Stop weeping!
Look, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the heir to David's throne, has won the
victory. He is worthy to open the scroll and its seven seals." 6 Then I saw a
Lamb that looked as if it had been slaughtered...

(NLT) Rev 7:3 "Wait! Don't harm the land or the sea or the trees until we have
placed the seal of God on the foreheads of his servants."

The New Song

Rev 14:2 And I heard a sound from heaven like the roar of rushing waters and
like a loud peal of thunder. The sound I heard was like that of harpists playing
their harps. 3 And they sang a new song before the throne and before the four
living creatures and the elders. No one could learn the song except the 144,000
who had been redeemed from the earth.

The Redeemed

Rev 14:4 These are those who did not defile themselves with women, for they
remained virgins. They follow the Lamb wherever he goes. They were purchased
from among mankind and offered as first fruits to God and the Lamb. 5 No lie
was found in their mouths; they are blameless.



The Three Angels

Rev 14:6 Then I saw another angel flying in midair, and he had the eternal
gospel to proclaim to those who live on the earth--to every nation, tribe,
language and people. 7 He said in a loud voice, "Fear God and give him glory,
because the hour of his judgment has come. Worship him who made the
heavens, the earth, the sea and the springs of water."

Rev 14:8 A second angel followed and said, "'Fallen! Fallen is Babylon the
Great,' which made all the nations drink the maddening wine of her adulteries."

Rev 14:9 A third angel followed them and said in a loud voice: "If anyone
worships the beast and its image and receives its mark on their forehead or on
their hand, 10 they, too, will drink the wine of God's fury, which has been poured
full strength into the cup of his wrath. They will be tormented with burning sulfur
in the presence of the holy angels and of the Lamb. 11 And the smoke of their
torment will rise for ever and ever. There will be no rest day or night for those
who worship the beast and its image, or for anyone who receives the mark of its
name." 12 This calls for patient endurance on the part of the people of God who
keep his commands and remain faithful to Jesus.

The Blessed Dead

Rev 14:13 Then I heard a voice from heaven say, "Write this: Blessed are the
dead who die in the Lord from now on." "Yes," says the Spirit, "they will rest from
their labor, for their deeds will follow them."

Rev 1:3 Blessed is the one who reads aloud the words of this prophecy, and
blessed are those who hear it and take to heart what is written in it, because the
time is near.

The Harvest of the Earth

Rev 14:14 I looked, and there before me was a white cloud, and seated on the
cloud was one like a son of man with a crown of gold on his head and a sharp
sickle in his hand. 15 Then another angel came out of the temple and called in a
loud voice to him who was sitting on the cloud, "Take your sickle and reap,
because the time to reap has come, for the harvest of the earth is ripe." 16 So he
who was seated on the cloud swung his sickle over the earth, and the earth was
harvested.

The Winepress of God's Wrath



Rev 14:17 Another angel came out of the temple in heaven, and he too had a
sharp sickle. 18 Still another angel, who had charge of the fire, came from the
altar and called in a loud voice to him who had the sharp sickle, "Take your
sharp sickle and gather the clusters of grapes from the earth's vine, because its
grapes are ripe." 19 The angel swung his sickle on the earth, gathered its grapes
and threw them into the great winepress of God's wrath. 20 They were trampled
in the winepress outside the city, and blood flowed out of the press, rising as
high as the horses' bridles for a distance of 1,600 stadia.

The Song of Moses and the Lamb

Rev 15:1 I saw in heaven another great and marvelous sign: seven angels with
the seven last plagues--last, because with them God's wrath is completed. 2 And
I saw what looked like a sea of glass glowing with fire and, standing beside the
sea, those who had been victorious over the beast and its image and over the
number of its name. They held harps given them by God 3 and sang the song of
God's servant Moses and of the Lamb:

Rev 15:3b "Great and marvelous are your deeds, Lord God Almighty. Just and
true are your ways, King of the nations. 4 Who will not fear you, Lord, and bring
glory to your name? For you alone are holy. All nations will come and worship
before you, for your righteous acts have been revealed."

The Seven Last Plagues

Rev 15:5 After this I looked, and I saw in heaven the temple--that is, the
tabernacle of the covenant law--and it was opened. 6 Out of the temple came the
seven angels with the seven plagues. They were dressed in clean, shining linen
and wore golden sashes around their chests. 7 Then one of the four living
creatures gave to the seven angels seven golden bowls filled with the wrath of
God, who lives for ever and ever. 8 And the temple was filled with smoke from
the glory of God and from his power, and no one could enter the temple until the
seven plagues of the seven angels were completed.

A Charge to the Faithful

Jud 1:20 But you, dear friends, must build each other up in your most holy faith,
pray in the power of the Holy Spirit, 21 and await the mercy of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who will bring you eternal life. In this way, you will keep yourselves safe in
God's love. 22 And you must show mercy to those whose faith is wavering. 23
Rescue others by snatching them from the flames of judgment. Show mercy to
still others, but do so with great caution, hating the sins that contaminate their



lives.

Jud 1:24 Now all glory to God, who is able to keep you from falling away and will
bring you with great joy into his glorious presence without a single fault. 25 All
glory to him who alone is God, our Savior through Jesus Christ our Lord. All
glory, majesty, power, and authority are his before all time, and in the present,
and beyond all time! Amen.
